INT. KITCHEN - NIGHT

Hannah is carefully rolling up a joint, trying to concentrate 
in her alchohol-induced state.

She looks up at Molly with a guilty face.

HANNAH
I shouldn’t be doing this.  It’s 
wrong.

MOLLY
It’s not that bad.

HANNAH
I know better than this, though.

MOLLY
No, you don’t.

Hannah smiles, lights the joint.  Takes a huge puff.  Passes 
it to Molly.  Molly grabs it.  Looks at it carefully.  

MOLLY (CONT’D)
It’s been a while.

HANNAH
I hope it has.  You been clean for 
years, right?  Ever since Mom and 
Dad died.

MOLLY
Yeah.

Molly gives it more thought, staring at the joint.

HANNAH
You shouldn’t do it, Molly.  Here, 
give it back.

Molly suddenly takes a huge puff.  Coughs violently as she 
hands it back to Hannah.

Hannah takes a hit.  Doesn’t cough.  She’s an old pro.

HANNAH (CONT’D)
Fuck.  I’m a mother.

MOLLY
And I’m not, so hand back.

HANNAH
You sure?



Hannah hands it over. Molly sucks on it. Puffs.

HANNAH (CONT’D)
Shit, I’m so bad for you.

MOLLY
No.  Actually, you’re great for me.  
You’ve always been there.

An honest moment between sisters.  Hannah looks around the 
kitchen.

MOLLY
Sometimes.  Just remembering them, 
you know.
